Meeting Minutes

1. Welcome attendees by Chairperson Rich Hirsh
2. March meeting minutes approved.
3. David Zalk agreed to purchase the Patty’s Industrial Hygiene 4-volume set which was donated by Barbara Cohrssen but has not yet arranged pick-up. Payment was received on April 12th.
4. Rich has been in discussions with the NCS Board to hold a DWOI fundraiser. This event will likely occur during Past-President’s nite which is likely to be held in July at a venue to be determined. The board was willing to help set up a paypal/venmo account to collect donations. An anonymous donor has offered a $2500 matching grant.
5. Rich contacted SAVE in India who subsequently submitted their training workshop report related to OHS for dyeing, bleaching and printing workers. Over 200 workers were trained.  This report is being posted to the DWOI AIHA-NCS website.  Rich also sent multiple emails to WAC in the Philippines but has not received any response regarding their training workshop on Covid-19 prevention for general industry. Rich also contacted Cividep in India regarding their technical project report concerning OHS hazards for women in the leather footwear industry which was due in March. Cividep responded that due to Covid-19 and other factors that they would like to extend the due date to July 2022 to complete the project and report.
6. 2022 Technical Project Liaisons:
· Barbara Cohrssen and Tessa Landgraf – Cividep garment project – no update
· Perry Gottesfeld – Casa Cem lead paint project – with potential assistance from Jorge Vizcaiano (and help with translations for Citien training workshop starting in March). Perry has been in contact with Casa Cem to provide technical support.
· David Kahane – Cephed welding project – David has been in contact with Ram at Cephed to provide technical support. One request for the project was to obtain a spirometer.  
· Ted Zellers – Unetmac pesticide project – Ted has been in contact with Unetmac to provide support.

7. Ted Zellers agreed to review the Request for Proposal to make requested revisions for the September call for projects.
8. Garrett provided an update on the UC Berkeley School of Public Health PH290 Global OHS course. It has been going very well and students are focused on independent projects to collaborate with NGOs in the developing world. 9 students are enrolled and DWOI members Perry Gottesfeld, Karen Gunderson, Rich Hirsh, Jeff Dalhoff and David Hornung have provided lectures either remotely or in person. 
9. Attached as Appendix 1 is the current status of the previously sponsored training workshops and technical projects collaboratively funded by DWOI, AIHA (microgrants), MHSSN, and WHWB-US since 2019. There are two sets of tables – one set on the completion of the funded projects and a second set on the funding sources for the 2019-22 approved projects.  
10. Karen Gunderson provided Environics asbestos monitoring project information to the presentation Rich prepared for the AIHCE “Leveraging Global OEHS and Public Health Partnerships During the Pandemic” on Tuesday 5/24/22 at 2 pm EDT in Nashville.  Rich has since finalized the presentation.
11. Ted Zellers met on 3/22 with the ACGIH board to discuss the possibility of having DWOI collaborate on projects to include tools for improving exposure judgments within a select group of the technical (and possibly some training) projects we fund in the future as well as a discussion on leveraging lectures from the PH290 course as ACGIH webinars. Unfortunately there was not a lot of awareness as to DWOI’s background and the discussion was tabled. Ted was since sent a slide deck on DWOI which Dave Zalk augmented with historical information on FOHS and its support for DWOI efforts in the past. 
12. The next meeting is tentatively scheduled on Thursday, May 12th at 4:30 pm. 
13. Meeting adjourned at 5:30 pm.
