4. General Updates (Rich)

· July Dinner Meeting Co-Sponsorship  – It is believed that the next dinner meeting is still on at Michael’s at Shoreline on July 8th with Ben Hensler from Worker Rights Consortium to speak on Bangladesh with Garrett Brown providing an update on Bangladesh Forum in DC and next steps. Rich will also provide a short DWOI update. (Rich contacted Rob Kleinerman to confirm this information but no response as yet). Rich will send a note to DWOI membership to advertise the event. We will “pass the hat” as a DWOI fundraiser pending approval by NCS board. Rich will bring table decorations. 
· Rich will also make a DWOI presentation during the upcoming AIHA International Affairs Committee meeting in San Antonio.
 
5. Committee Reports
· Liaison Committee update (Garrett)
1. Technical Project Updates - Small Project Grants: Karen Gunderson, David Zalk and Perry Gottesfeld met to discuss 2014 technical project proposals. There has been a discussion with Jeff Daloff at NASA in Washington DC on working during his sabbatical on project in Tanzania on air monitoring for silica dust in artisanal small-scale gold mining. Key issue is around timing for Jeff’s schedule to coincide with Damian Andrew’s availability to work with him.  Damian works as an IH for a large gold mining company in Tanzania and approached us with this idea about 4-5 months earlier. Mercury exposure findings are available but silica has been largely ignored. Perry will check back with Jeff and Damian in one month to determine if timing will work out. Alternatively the sub-committee will conduct a 2nd round of RFPs. The subcommittee decided against funding the equipment shipments associated with the India cotton dust project.  

UPDATE:  Jeff and Damian have now set a date to proceed and DWOI will grant $2,000 to fund local travel for Damian through an NGO in Tanzania called AGENDA.  An additional grant will be made for $700 to OK International to reimburse Jeff for miscellaneous equipment, supplies, shipping charges and/or local travel. OK International is arranging donations of air sampling equipment and laboratories to donate silica analysis for this project.

0. Project Update – Lead Project in Kenya – exposure monitoring data has been collected, looking for additional project sites to collect additional data.  
0. Project Update – Stone crushers in Orissa India: – potential for WHWB grant to continue work.
b) Project Update – Loomweavers in India – bysinosis report completed. Physician has recommended air sampling for cotton dust but need elutriator. 
c) Project Update – Asbestos project. Karen is currently wrapping up the project. X-rays completed for 13 employees, read by ILO qualified readers as arranged with the support of Dr. Muchtar from the Health Ministry. No signs of early asbestosis but 3 TB cases were detected. Dr. Saehar to review. Karen will send large file via Dropbox to her.. Karen indicated that there will also be a learning report, a “how to conduct exposure assessment” paper, and air sampling report stemming from this work. Results will be shared with the workers. A benefit of this project is that it has started a collaboration between Dr. Yani, LION (Dimu) and Karen. Dr Yani is preparing her PhD proposal on early asbestosis and she has asked Dimu to help connect her with an asbestosis processing factory and Karen provides her technical support.
d) Garrett provided update on training course funding – all recipients received their $500 grants in April. Training reports should be available over the next few months.

1. Rich contacted Michael Sullivan PhD, CIH,  EHS Professor at Cal-State Northridge for any update on his efforts to make contact with previously provided university contacts in Cambodia to develop EHS/IH program. No word from Dr. Sullivan.
